Special Guests:

Mel Stewart – AKC- Mel talked briefly about the Beagle is in the top 5 registered dogs at the   AKC.  Talked about the Advance Seminar and the need as the 2010 season approaches, and explained about the new Gundog Field Championship designation and the Brace Field Champion which takes effect in 2011.

Eddie Wiley – Purina – Talked again about the PPCP program and how important it is and the amount of money we could generate by our members joining in support of the program. It is easy to do and can be done with a phone call or online.

Reading of the Minutes:

A motion was made and accepted by the membership to accept the 2008 Minutes of the Annual Meeting without reading

Treasurer Report:

Don Coplen had a very comprehensive treasurer report which he presented to each member club. He talked about the importance of the sponsorships monies we receive, especially Purina in the amount of approx $24,000 total for the year. Don went into detail as to the expenditures to complete the Building of about $35,000, which we will not incur again. The current loan balance is approx. $50,000, which is the total debt left on our land and facility. The minutes were approved.

First Vice President:

Todd Odle presented a very encouraging report as four (4) new clubs (Pontchatrain, Worth County, Miss Al, and Wheeler Lake) had joined in 2009 and were all present at the meeting. The following Clubs were then voted in; National Beagle Club (reapplied) Horseshoe Bend, Turkey Creek, and Mountain Valley. With Two clubs represented which brought the delegate count to 65. Tritronics Donation of two collars, one would be raffled off by ticket sales and drawn at the banquet and one would be auctioned off at the banquet.

Second Vice President:

Fred talked about the packets that had been passed out, getting in your UBGF Derby and Qualifying dates so they can be listed in the November issue of Hounds and Hunting. He also received assistance on delivering the 15 packets for clubs not represented at the meeting. Thanked Beverly Nelson for the development of our new Website and went into some detail as to the additional information this website would offer from an online Directory, Constitution, Top Hound awards, etc.  Fred Thanked Rick McDonald for taking over the Little Warrior Fish Fry which donated $2,994 to the UBGF Tractor fund, and announced that the UBGF had secured the AKC National SPO Run-off on its grounds beginning in 2010.

Corresponding Secretary:

For some strange reason Marj did not have much to say, however she did talk about the ticket sales for the banquet and that by posting the UBGF Annual Meeting Packets online we saved $350 of postage.

Recording Secretary:

Rick talked about the addition to the Directory being online, updates will be made as they come in and necessary, and the savings of $900 to $1200 by not having to manually print and distribute hard copy Directories. 

Confirmation Director:

John Stuckwish talked about the show certificate the extra cost involved if he does not get adequate lead time to mail them and the fact that we are looking at ways to be able to make them available online. John was also going to schedule a couple of Show Seminars especially in the area of the Deep South where we have received a lot of new clubs with little experience toward the confirmation.
Scholarship Committee:
John explained that normally we give two (2) $500 scholarships one being through the membership and one being in the local Butler County school system. Because we received $12,000 from the PPCP program in 2009 the Board of Directors voted to double the scholarship program for 2009 giving 3 – to the Butler County High School. The recipients of the scholarships are as follows: Seth Grubb, Morgan Sheppard, Diane Phifer (Butler County), and Sara Crump – UBGF

CHB Records Coordinator:

Brian complimented the clubs saying the FTS were getting much better at sending in their trial results, especially those who hold trials within a couple weeks of the run-offs.

Brian also explained our pilot program to change the point program for determining top hounds. In the past the Run-offs would represent such a large amount of points that it seem to imbalance the results, so this year the run-off points were weighted at only 30%, thus successfully contribution greatly but not being the determining factor. Seemed to work very well and will be recommended to become standard procedure.
Junior Handler Program:

George Pirman who has done a splendid job at managing and promoting the Junior Handler program, continued to be gracious as to its growth, potential, and continued support from the UBGF and its members. The Junior Handler program matches the UBGF $500 Scholarship and adds two more memorial scholarships – Leo Burris and Chris Eutsey. The program handed out 60 T-shirts @ a cost of $600, hats were donated by Hounds and Hunting, sweatshirts are being made. George went on to explain that Junior handlers are getting involved in more than just handling hounds, they are judging, taking entries, marshalling and really contributing to local clubs. They are making a difference in our sports future.

AKC Report:

Mel Stewart and Robert Oliver talked about the 77th BAC meeting the make up of the BAC and rule changes. Carl Buchanan was the 2009 UBGF representative to the BAC. In 2009 a rule was passed that if entries closed with less than 6 hounds in a class you can combine the class with size or sex. They talked more about the change in the Field Champion designation – Brace/SP will receive the Brace FC and SPO/GDB will receive the Gundog FC.

Mel gave a glowing report of the 1st Annual AKC National Gundog Brace Championship held at Pleasant Valley. Mel also clarified that it is the class it wins for its 3rd win of a hound’s pursuit for its Field championships which determines the class it will run in at National Events.

BAC Report:

Carl Buchanan – had no further information to add.

Presidents Report:

Carl gave special thanks to the Board, Committee’s, Butler County, Little River, Sam Butler (Babe Ruth of the UBGF). Carl spent time reminiscing about the grounds and developments – “Here we are”. Carl also announced that he would not run for President and as far as the Welfare of the Breed – “Quit Bickering”

Building Committee Report:

Sam and Mario thanked everyone who helped and did the work, it’s been a long grueling process but IT IS DONE. We have received our Occupancy Permit.

UBGF National Run-off Report:

Marj wanted to voice her appreciation for all who help and give of their time; it is a lot of work and longs days to successfully manage these events. Marj also explained that we would have a new procedure at the run-offs for entries. Due to some previous complications there would now be a “pre entry” table set up that would require all hounds to be checked for qualification prior to turning in their entry form. Any hound that the qualification could not be verified could only be entered if the owner/handler would sign a declaration form proclaiming where it qualified and they would be held responsible for that information.

Annual Meeting Site:

Rick talked about the Annual Meeting location and that the 2010 contract was already signed and in place, however he would negotiate to see if we could improve for 2010 and then work on the following years either at the current location or a new location.

Farm Report:

Major issue right now is the purchase of a tractor and looking at solving the erosion issue

Old Business:
Discussion pursued as to thoughts about a new location for the Annual Meeting. Rick explained that according to the Constitution it was the Boards responsibility to secure the location, however we were looking for suggestions. After numerous suggestions, Rick mentioned “that as long as he was on the Board we would not be meeting at the UBGF Grounds”. That received applause. 

New Business:
Motion by Mike Mooney (National Beagle Club) seconded by Cecil Johnson (Southwind) to donate $1000 to the Deep South for their fence fund. Motion Passed.

Carl presented a challenge for the UBGF to develop a program where as to be able to help low income families with school supplies. His challenge was for the membership to take this idea back to their clubs and hopefully come up with a viable program for the 2010 Annual Meeting. Carl also disclosed the contract for the AKC National Run-off at our grounds as a 3 year deal at $3.00 per hound.
